The first of these three courses, Marine Electrical
Systems (MES), is now available. MES covers the
practice of wiring your boat, including boat electrical
wiring practices and diagrams, direct and alternating
current power, galvanic and stray current corrosion, and
lightning protection. Troubleshooting is emphasized
throughout, so students should feel comfortable
performing even tricky wiring tasks after passing this
course.
