Education Report

The Piloting class has finished and 11 students are
currently working on their “take home” exams. The
Marine Electrical Systems class began on February 26
with 11 students.

To help you choose, here are brief descriptions of
the current courses offered through the United State
Power Squadron — Waterbury Power Squadron.

Seamanship

Building on the basics of recreational
boating presented in the public boating
courses, Seamanship adds foundational
information for continuing boater
education.

Piloting

The Piloting course is the first in the sequence of ISP
courses on navigation, covering the basics of coastal and
inland navigation.

Advanced Piloting

This all-new course continues to build coastal and inland
navigation skill, allowing the student to take on more
challenging conditions — unfamiliar waters, limited
visibility, and extended cruises. GPS is embraced as a
primary navigation tool while adding radar,

chartplotters, and other electronic navigation tools.

Junior Navigation

Junior Navigation is the first in a two-part program of
study in celestial navigation, followed by the Navigation
course. Itis designed as a practical "how to" course
based on using a sextant to take sights on the sun.

Navigation 2009

Cruise Planning

Designed for members who plan to cruise for just a day
or for a year--in either a sail or powerboat. The mhnua
includes a twelve-month cruise planning timeline. The
course is non-modular with one final exam.

Engine Maintenance

The new Engine Maintenance course
2007 has been put into one ten chapter
course that stresses the diagnosis of
modern systems, while also teaching the
basics of engine layout and operation.

New Marine Electronics Courses

The first of three new coursddarine Electrical

Systems is now available. Marine Electrical Systems
(MES) covers the practice of wiring your boat, including
boat electrical wiring practices and diagrams, diagxt
alternating current power, galvanic and stray current
corrosion, and lightning protection.

Is your First Aid
up-to-date?Here’s a true story of Tom and Jane Surles on
SV Aurochswho the Quigleys’ met this summer in Maine.

“Since we saw you last | had a heart attack, Janalghiée
boat home from Cuttyhunk (with two friends who flew in to
help her).

A little about the heart attack -- On Friday, 12 Septmb
Jane and | were sailing to Cuttyhunk from Onsetrwitie
genoa halyard parted. | quickly furled up the genny and we
motored into Cuttyhunk and picked up a mooring. That
evening | climbed up the mast (using my MastMate stapd)
pulled the genny back up into position (it had dropped about
four feet).

An ambulance ride to the
hospital, several hours there, another ambulanceaitte
airport, a fixed wing flight to an Air Force base outsifle
Boston (weather was too bad for a helicopter), amothe
ambulance ride to Mass General, several hours in thaER
short stay in the Cardiac Ward, surgery in the Cathvitadre
they installed two stints, two days of recovery in thedaz
Ward. Then | was on a train home to DC escorted byany s
in-law. That was Tuesday. The next Saturday | metégo
in Annapolis and sailed the last leg home to Flag Harbor.
