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We’re each proud to say, “I’m a member of the 

United States Power Squadrons®. Our Waterbury 
Squadron has great education, excellent meetings, and 
super cruising.” But how did this organization come to 
be? And why do all the squadrons 
have a Founders Night in February? 
Here’s a brief history of the birth of 
USPS®. 

The idea for a power boat division 
within the Boston Yacht Club was 
put forth in 1911 by Roger Upton, 
who became Rear Commodore of the 
Boston Yacht Club in 1912. The idea 
caught on with other yacht clubs. By June 1913, 
additional interest was generated when Charles F. 
Chapman, associate editor of Motor Boating Magazine, 
gave the idea a full-page spread. The Boston Yacht Club 
called 30 delegates representing 70 clubs and 
associations of powerboat owners to assemble at the 
New York Yacht Club for a conference to consider the 
formation of power squadrons. Commander Roger 
Upton … told of what was being accomplished in 
instructing power yachtsmen in the rules of the road and 
handling of their boats. 

The Boston Globe of Sunday, 16 November 1913, 
said, “The delegates at the conference were men of 
weight in the yachting world. There was great interest 
manifested and, in all probability, the [organization] 
will have the name ‘United States Power Squadrons.’” 

A meeting of the newly organized Power Squadron 
Conference Committee was held at the New York Yacht 
Club on 5 December 1913. A second Conference 
Committee meeting with representatives of squadrons 
and yacht clubs from Maine to Maryland was called for 

Monday, 2 February 1914, at the New York Yacht 
Club, and during the evening the final work of 
organizing and launching the United States Power 
Squadrons® was accomplished. The organization was 
made complete by the election of the following officers: 

Chief commander, Roger Upton, Boston; 
vice commander, Holman F. Day, Portland; 
rear commander, Worthington Scott, New 
York City; treasurer, Charles F. Chapman, 
New York City; and secretary, Bryan L. 
Perman, Boston. April 1914 was a productive 
month for USPS. Roger Upton was granted a 
patent for the present USPS ensign.* 

It’s fascinating that we can read a history of USPS® 
all the way back to 1911. That’s what the Historian sees 
to whether in the national organization, the district, or 
the squadron. For 20 years Carol Zipke has maintained 
the history, and all of the records of the Waterbury 
Power Squadron. We owe her a tremendous accolade for 
keeping track of our roots and the seas we’ve sailed. As 
Carol and Mike move into a new life style aboard 
Infinite Improbability, Carol too will move on from 
being our Historian. We wish them fair seas. At the same 
time we are also looking for one of you who also has an 
interest in history and would be willing to take on this 
responsibility.

Meet the Historian 
P/C Carol A. Zipke SN – “I’ve always been interested in the past.”  

It was only in November 1982 the 
USPS® approved membership for 
women, accepting their first female 
active and family members. It seems 
providential that about that time Carol 
Zipke took the public boating course 
and joined Waterbury Power Squadron 

in 1983. She has served as our Historian since about 
1989, pulling together our history from documents that 
had been saved, or simply talking to early members.  

“I’ve always been interested in the past, whether it’s 
my family or an organization. I enjoy learning and 
maintaining their history,” says Carol. 

Reading and sorting through records and papers, 
Carol was able to organize and bring the WPS history 
up-to-date. That brought her to the attention of District 
1, and she served as their Historian for five or six years. 
In that capacity she encouraged, maybe nagged or 
badgered would be more accurate, other squadrons to 
bring their histories to a current status. It is due to Carol 
Zipke’s diligence that we were able to publish the 
history of the WPS burgee in the May 2009 issue of the 
Pharos Beacon. Three years ago at our Founder’s 

Dinner, Carol brought a great set of WPS trivia 
questions about our history, awarding a prize to the 
person with the most answers. We all learned a bit more 
about WPS. 

“Once the history is up-to-date it’s a matter of 
keeping it that way. I currently get much of our 
information from the Pharos Beacon. Some 
commanders have sent me their records for their term of 
office. When I do the Historian Report for District 1, I 
may contact the SEO or the Commander for necessary 
detailed information. Other members have opened their 
photos to the squadron. It may be time to find a way to 
centralize that on our website, so we don’t lose them. I’ll 
leave that for the next Historian.” 

Carol and her husband Mike Camarata will be 
moving aboard their catamaran SV Infinite 
Improbability, and so WPS is now looking for someone 
who has an interest in our squad and its history. Keeping 
a current history of our squadron is not a difficult job, 
providing it is done regularly. It is quite easy because 
you no doubt are very much a part of it. If this person is 
you, call Cdr Craig Campbell or anyone on the Bridge. 

 
SQUADRON HISTORIAN JOB DESCRIPTION  
Appointed by the Commander and working under the Secretary’s Department, this person should be willing to serve for more than a 
year in order to become a link between Changes of Watch.  
The Historian serves as custodian of records including:  

·  Minutes of the Organization Meeting; The Squadron Charter  
·  Bylaws including amendments; Records of Incorporation; List of Charter and Honorary Members;  
·  Important Correspondence; Minutes of Meetings; Publicity clippings and photographs; Biographies and photographs of present 

and past officers.  
·  The Historian will solicit help from all members in collecting information and photographs pertaining to all squadron activities. 

These records may be retained as part of the squadron history.
