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Meet Commander Elect – Jonathan Dayton, AP  
Jonathan Dayton has spent his life 

enjoying boats and boating. Growing up Jon 
spent a couple of weeks each summer on the 
family property on Dayton Island in 
Nicatous Lake near Bangor, Maine. Here he 
learned the joys and risks of boating on 
canoes, row boats, sailboats, even a double 
ended steel boat, which the family has since donated to 
Mystic Seaport Museum. Life on Nicatous Lake is one of 
Jon’s favorite topics of conversation.  

“You can watch the sun come up and see the moon come 
up,” says Jon wistfully. “My dad brought a heavy dinghy 
home and spent one winter restoring it. I was the first one to 
take it out on the lake, relaxed, and not paying much 
attention to where I was going, when CRUNCH. I hit a rock 
(which I well knew was there) and took out the entire 
centerboard case of our newly restored dinghy. Dad wasn’t 
too happy.”  

Jon has lived in Middlebury since 1955, and during his 
teens discovered the thrill of sailboat racing off the Branford 
shoreline on his grandfather’s 42 foot motor ketch, The 
Headwind. During college in Denver, CO, he purchased and 
raced a racing class sailboat. Following graduation with a 
degree in Business Administration and Accounting in 1973, 
Jon returned east, bringing his sailboat with him. 

“I love the calmness of sailing,” says Jon, “but I also like 
to be out on rough water and the absolute challenge.” 

Jon and Wendy met while working at the old CT National 
Bank in Stratford and 
have been married for 31 
years. Their daughter 
Katie lives in NYC, and 
son Michael lives in 
Middlebury and is also a 
WPS member. For the 
past 20 years Jon has 

worked for Wells Fargo Wachovia, originally Centerbank, 
and works in commercial banking. For numerous years he 
was an EMT for the Middlebury Fire Department and was 
Chairman of the Board of Finance for the town of 
Middlebury from 1988 to 2009. His community service 
doesn’t stop there. He has served as president of Greater 
Waterbury Family Service, and has been active in Boy 
Scouts. 

“In 2007 Wendy and I had the incredible experience of 
cruising 1900 miles from Laspecia, Italy to Greece and onto 

Alexandria, Egypt on a private yacht. We just 
had to get a boat after that! A month later, we 
bought a Sea Ray 310, Head Wind (renamed 
after Jon’s grandfather’s boat), which we keep at 
Pilots Point and feel is our second home.” 

The next step was to get a CT Boating 
Certificate, and Wendy, Jon, and Michael 

enrolled in the WPS public boating course and joined the 
squadron on completion in early 2008. Jon has since 
completed Seamanship, Piloting, Advanced Piloting, Engine 
Maintenance, Marine Electrical Systems, and Marine 
Communications Systems. He’s currently enrolled in Cruise 
Planning and Sailing. WOW! That’s a lot in two years. 

“The enthusiasm of the students and the instructors makes 
learning infectious,” says Jon. “You want more. We go out 
after class and enjoy being together. The camaraderie is 
great. We have fun and look forward to the next class or 
course.” 

Jon and Wendy also 
enjoy the meetings and 
social activities. Come 
summer they look forward 
to the cruises and 
rendezvous’, and love 
rafting with other boats. 
Wendy is not a fan of 
heavy weather so they try 
to time their cruising for 
quiet water. Jon likes rough 
water but learned early the importance of safety on the water. 

“There were 15 families on Dayton Island when I was 
growing up in the 1950’s, and maybe 20 now. If you run out 
of gas or have a problem, there’s no one to help. Even today, 
cell service is spotty. One stormy day in November 1955 two 
islanders in a flat bottom canvas boat lost their lives. This 
tragedy had a huge impact on our family awareness of the 
need for safety. When there is no reachable USCG, tow boat 
service, or nearby neighbor, you have to be doubly careful.” 

Jon was “nailed” in 2009 by Cdr Craig and Paul Rosa to 
take the position of Exec Officer in preparation for becoming 
Commander. “I take my position as Commander of WPS 
with honor, not as a chore. We will continue the camaraderie, 
the fun, the people, and learning experience. Most especially, 
don’t miss the rendezvous’, the cruises, and the raft-ups this 
summer. Everyone is there to help and to have a good time.”

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Although ships' logbooks habitually record incidents with the term 'drunkenness', the sailor himself must have had an 
assortment of phrases to describe this condition.�

On board a sailing ship the sheets were the ropes that were attached to the bottom corners of each square-rigged sail.  
Their purpose was to provide some control over the amount of wind the sail was catching.  Correctly attached, the sheets 
kept the sail taut allowing it to fill with the wind and therefore helped to control speed and heading.  If the sheets were 
carried away or allowed to run free, the sail would flap uncontrollably in the wind - a situation called 'having a sheet in the 
wind'.  If several sheets, let's say three, were in this state, the ship might be difficult to control and steer a ragged course 
like the inebriated sailor, wildly veering from side to side and unable to walk in a straight line.

Accidents Can Be Avoided  - Stow Your Tubes with Care  
Safe Boating Through Education   By P/C Paul Rosa, JN – Chr Vessel Safety Check Committee 

An accident is a specific, identifiable, unexpected , unusual, and unintended external action which occ urs … without apparent 
or deliberate cause but with marked effects. It imp lies a generally negative probabilistic outcome whi ch may have been 
avoided or prevented had circumstances leading up t o the accident been recognized, and acted upon, prio r to its occurrence.  

The above definition from Wikipedia works for me. In the movie Forest Gump, he is quoted saying "Stupid Is as Stupid Does."   
 As we plan for another season on the water, let us consider either from history or insight protecting ourselves and others around 

and near us. Most accidents happen on days with clear skies and calm waters. We need to be more aware of our surroundings because 
accidents happen when it is least expected. Don’t assume that everyone has taken the same precautions, we have. 

Is just one accident, one injury, one fatality, one collision acceptable? You cannot answer yes to this question. How do we avoid 
getting this far into trouble? 

As representatives of the Waterbury Power Squadron, Gary McGuire and I attended a recent Connecticut Department of 
Environmental Protection (DEP) Boating Meeting. An interesting topic on accidents came up that got me thinking outside the box. 
The DEP saw a fair amount of injuries due to tubing, a sport in which a person in an inflatable tube is pulled behind a motor vessel. 
The accidents are occurring without anyone riding on the tube. You say "How could this be?" The problem is the temporary 
stowing of the tube on the boat while under way. If not properly fastened, the tube will launch from the boat and while doing so, either 
pass by an occupant or get wrapped around some part of the body and cause injury. I would have expected the problem to be while the 
rider was on the tube. So take care to anchor your tube safely in your boat before leaving the dock.. 

This is the kind of thinking that I want us to be aware of this season and for that matter, all the days of our lives. Let us work 
toward new statistics for 2010 and beyond. The headlines will read: zero accidents, zero injuries, zero fatalities and zero collisions.
